 Natural materials – wood, metal etc Internally illuminated box fascias 

  

Nameplate fascia linking two or more buildings is generally unacceptable

 Canopies and Awnings 

 

 
 Canvas canopy   Plastic, uPVC 

 Wrought iron arms   Curved or dutch canopies 

 Timber blind box   Shall not cover fascia or pilasters 

  

 



 Lighting 

 

 
 Concealed strip/floodlighting/spotlights Internally illuminated signs 

 Internal lighting of shop window  Lighting entire building 

      Coloured lighting of facade

 Natural high quality materials  Plastic/vinyl/banner signs 

 Bespoke design for building  Man-made materials 

 Sympathetic in design and colour  Neon, perspex flashing,  

 Traditional painted sign   Reflectorised or glitter-type signs

• Contact signage applied directly to a shop window
